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The Harvest Cafe is a social enterprise run by Ecoworks - a not for profit community environmental organisation offering activities on our allotment gardens in St Ann's.��We operate from a converted 1970 Citroen Van and can offer Vegetarian and/or Vegan catering. We can operate from the van - or an alternative setup - both indoors or outdoors, so could cater for pretty much any kind of event. Our equipment runs on LPG - and we have a solar panel to power batteries for lights/ water pump and fridge. We are therefore self-sufficient for power.��We can tailor food to meet the needs of an event - a sample menu is attached.





Our policy for sourcing food and consumables is:��* As far as possible we use our chemical free allotment grown produce as the basis for dishes�* We source other ingredients from ethical wholesalers (organic where possible)�* We source fresh ingredients from local suppliers (always local, organic if possible)�* Cups and plates used are compostable. We use non-disposable cutlery (because we love washing up!!)�* We use ecological cleaning products��We give highest priority to events in the midlands, but can travel further, depending on the event.
